MEMPHIS, TN, November 18, 2011: April “Skyy” Blair who is better
known by Skyy is gearing up for the national release of her third novel
“Crossroads” which will be released January 1, 2012. “Crossroads” is
the third in the popular series of books that follows the lives of a group
of friends attending a historically black university in Memphis, TN.

The book series first burst on the scene in 2006 with the release of the
first novel “Choices” by a small independent press. “Choices” quickly
gained popularity in the lesbian communities. Touted as the lesbian E.
Lynn Harris by fans and critics, Skyy’s novels provide storylines and
characters that anyone can relate to regardless of orientation. Since
the initial release of “Choices” Skyy has attended many top pride
events around the country and was featured on The Michael Baisden
Show, which is a nationally syndicated radio show.

Fans have been waiting patiently for the release of “Crossroads”, a
longer than normal wait due to Skyy’s change in publishing companies.
Skyy has now been picked up by Urban Books/Kensington Publishing
group who re-release the first two novels, “Choices” and
“Consequences” on a national and international platform. Skyy is
proud to release the third novel which she describes as “the mature
novel.”

A love and basketball tale with a twist, “Choices” provides a unique
but very realistic look into the lives of African-American lesbian
women, college life at a HBCU and the world of basketball girlfriends, a
story with heart that anyone would enjoy. While “Choices” introduced
you to the group of characters where the follow up “Consequences”
takes you on a rollercoaster ride you won’t want to get off.
“Crossroads” picks up right where the “Consequences” picks up.

The “Choices” Series is the one of the first series to not only embrace
the culture of urban African-American life but also features butch/stud
women in major character roles. “Choices” offers something for
everyone, no matter what lifestyle, age, race, or gender.
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Skyy, born April Blair in 1982 is a 28-year-old author,
screenwriter and playwright from Memphis, TN. Her first
novel, “Choices” was released in 2006 and quickly gained
popularity both within the gay, lesbian and urban fiction
community. The highly anticipated sequel, “Consequences”
was released in 2009 with high praises and rocketed to the top
10 lesbian best-sellers lists on Amazon.com and independent
bookstores across the country. Since the release of “Choices”,

Skyy has been a featured guest on the nationally syndicated
radio show, the Micahel Baisden Show. In 2010 Skyy debuted
her first sold out stage play entitled “lll” (Three), receiving high praise.

The love for her novels come from the amazing way the stories come to life. This has a lot to do with
Skyy’s ability to take pieces of her own life and personality, and incorporate them in her characters.

Skyy grew up outside of the traditional parental parameters due to her Fathers death before her birth,
and her Mothers addiction to drugs, forcing her in a out of jail Skyy’s entire life. Instead, she was raised
at the hand her grandmother, aunt and uncle in a close-knit church. Being exposed to the truths about
her mother at a young age, something her grandmother had attempted to hide for many years, became
a constant reminder that Skyy was different, a difference she struggled to embrace.

She didn’t look, talk or act like the people she grew up around. While her peers enjoyed the urban and
Hip-Hop lifestyle, Skyy found an early love for classical movies and an array of musical genres including
Rock, Country and Show-tunes. With teachers in the home, April’'s somewhat “proper” demeanor
caused her to stand out in the predominantly black schools she attended, where she was bullied, teased
and called names like “White Girl”. Never truly fitting in, she was moved to a predominantly white
school where she once again stood out as the only black girl in her classes. After transferring from
school to school, Skyy was left with a feeling of uncertainty, completely unsure of who she was or who
she was supposed to be.

It was in high school when Skyy came into her own finally embracing the things other considered strange
about her, no longer hiding her love for the arts, nor her sexuality. She gave up her attempt at being a
“follower” and began to lead, becoming involved in major roles in her high school including student
council, the newspaper and theater. It was during this time that she took on the nickname Skyy,
comparing herself to the sky: big, beautiful and emotions that change with the wind.

It was during a short stint in university that Skyy found her true passion, where she enjoyed writing for
her public speaking and media classes, which would later become the inspiration behind her novels.

Two vyears in, she realized university life was not for her, and finally embraced her love of women,
“coming out” at the age of 22. A year later she experienced her first lesbian love. After a second major



break up with the same woman, Skyy felt she couldn’t go on. One night whilst laying on her couch in a
drunken daze, she began to hear voices. Unsure, but wanting to explore, she began to write. The
characters instantly came alive. Three days later, Skyy had the first draft to her debut novel Choices.

Skyy’s fiction blurs the lines between lesbian and straight communities by speaking with intimate
familiarity and the striking commonalities of loving and living as African American women in Urban
America. The books resonate with truisms among women of all ages and gender identities. Skyy is
hoping to take her novels and other projects to the big and small screens in the near future.

She has released three novels entitled “Choices”, “Consequences” and “Crossroads” and is looking
forward to the national re-release of her works in 2011.

Today Skyy continues to embrace her wackiness considering herself a self-proclaimed “weirdo” who
lives to annoy her friends by singing Show-tunes from her favorite musicals. Skyy currently resides in
Memphis, TN and enjoys traveling, musicals, movies and life.

And so begins the latest installation of the Choices series by
Skyy. Denise, the sexy star-basketball player, has recovered
from the injuries she suffered during the incident with crazy
stalker Rhonda. She is off to New York to follow her basketball
dreams, only to hit a bump in the road...and with her hot true
love Lena not far behind.

Lena, has made her choice and is off to New York to get hers.
You have to admire that in a woman—maybe. Life with a
female basketball star can bring its own set of complications,
especially if you haven’t been able to convincingly make up

: your mind. Will she get her happily ever after or will the little
princess finally get a dose of what the real world has to offer.

Cooley is finally far away from Memphis and all its heartache. There is nothing to remind her of her
past—except for the huge scar across her face. Have all of her past transgressions finally robbed her of
her swagger? Can she handle the women, or even the job for that matter, without being the Cooley we
all once knew and loved?

Skyy is back with another dose of lifelong friends Denise, Lena, Cooley, Carmen and then some.
Crossroads has all of the heart of the original, but all grown up. They’ve come to the Crossroads. Where
do those crossroads lead?
